SPIROMETRY FOR OCC. HEALTH   (Course 600)

· Define and discuss the measured parameters, predicted normal’s race adjustments and graphic display of Flow Volume Loops and Volume Time Tracing.  Discuss what role each plays in performing quality pulmonary function screening.  FVC, FEV-1, % FEV-1, FEF 25-75, PEF, FET and back extrapolation.

· The current ATS standards and what they mean.

· Discuss the role that patient and technician knowledge plays in reporting accurate and reproducible pulmonary function data.

· Discuss commonly seen diseases, situations affecting your role in providing quality pulmonary screenings in industry.

· Define and discuss contraindications and factors that interfere with the accuracy and reproducibility of tests.

· Hands-on demonstration and practice, simulating difficult techniques for difficult patients including troubleshooting, coaching reproducible results, correct patient techniques and procedure.

· To correlate the spirometry graphs and measurements in determining patient effort, consistency, reliability and conformance of industry standards.

· Questions and answers to specific problems or review of previous difficult industrial screens.

· Self-evaluating quiz will be taken at the end of the day.
